18. Pre-Employment Training:
Training required to qualify USMC pilot to Aircraft Commander status takes approximately 14 weeks depend on the Officer’s qualifications.  14 weeks of training are conducted in Trenton Ontario near Toronto.  Typical training schedule would be ground school followed by 15 simulator sessions.  Upon completion of simulator session seven local familiarization flights are conducted.  Upon completion of these flights the Marine is upgraded to level 3 pilot.  The course is completed by conducting a United States Trainer, then an Arctic Trainer with the final flight in Trenton being a European Trainer.  The first two are acting Aircraft Commander flights followed by the check ride.  The purpose of the Trenton course is to allow the Marine Pilot to become familiar with Canadian procedures and a different avionics package.  Once upgraded to Aircraft Commander the Air-to-Air Refueling Course at Winnipeg will be completed at which time the Officer can fly Air-to-Air missions.
