24. Any Other Relevant Information: 
Should have current Altitude Chamber, flight physical, and water survival prior to reporting. You will be the only Marine stationed in Cold Lake.  Anticipate several short (month or less) deployments per year.  NORAD duties involve taking a rotation as the alert pilot (24 hours on / 24 hours off).  Rotations last a week and occur monthly.
