CRITERIA AND PERIOD: 	The most outstanding contribution to Marine aviation by an enlisted Marine in a Command and Control Electronic Maintenance billet. The award covers the period from 1 January through 31 December of the year immediately preceding the nomination deadline. 

SELECTION/PRESENTATION: 	Selection made by CMC Aviation Awards Board and presented at the annual MCAA Reunion and Symposium.
